May 23, 2022
I.  Call to Order
The meeting was called to order by Chairman Renea Anderson at 10:09 am at the Harrison County Historical Village and Welcome Center in Missouri Valley, IA. 
II. Roll Call
Renea Anderson, Justin Herbst, Doug Kuhlmann, Brian Shea, and Rebecca Castle were present. 
A Motion to approve the Minutes from February 28, 2022 was made by Doug Kuhlmann, seconded by Rebecca Castle.  Motion Carried.

III. Financial Report
Chairman, Renea Anderson presented the Economic Development Committee Bills Paid Report to the Committee Members. The Bills Paid Report from July 1, 2021 through May 12, 2022 showed that Western Iowa Tourism Region was paid $106.76 for Fulfillment 4th Qtr. FY21, $176.72 for Fulfillment 1st Qtr. FY22, and $37.84 for Fulfillment 1st Qtr. FY22, Harrison County GIS was paid $22.50 for 2021 Annual Report, Our Iowa Magazine was paid $4,392.00 for 6 ads October 2021 – September 2022, and Business Publications was paid $590.75 for 2 Travel Iowa Ads. Total bills paid July 1, 2021 through May 12, 2022 was $5,326.57.  The Bills Paid Report was accepted by the Economic Development Committee. 
IV. Old Business

A) Advertising- Chairman, Renea Anderson reported that she was contacted by Sioux 

City Journal wanting to know if the Economic Development Committee would like to renew the Loess Hills ad for their upcoming 101 Things to do in Siouxland: Summer Guide.  This guide promotes summer activities, events, day-trips, tourism, etc. and will be inserted into the Journal on Sunday, June 12th and distributed all summer long on local store racks. The Journal reported a credit balance of $1,420.01 for the LHA Economic Development Committee to use towards advertising. The Economic Development Committee decided to renew the Loess Hills ad in the Sioux City Journal for the summer guide.  There will be approximately 2/3 funding left to go towards the Fall/Winter ad. “Thank You’s” continue to be received from the Lucky I Prize $100.00 gift donation for Our Iowa magazine.  Advertising the Loess Hills in Our Iowa magazine has been a good investment.  
B) Fulfillment- Chairman, Renea Anderson reported that Fulfillment has been paid.

The Economic Development Committee Members are to look for any changes that are needed for the Loess Hills National Scenic Byway Guidebook to be reprinted at a later time.

A) Brochure-Reprint- Renea reported that approval was made by the Economic
